and be a blessing in the place where they lived.

PRAYER FOR OCTOBER:
Lord, make this promise to the exiles true for us, and for the people we serve: “For I know the plans I have for you,” declares the 
Lord, “plans to prosper you and not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future. Then you will call on me and come and 
pray to me, and I will listen to you. You will seek me and find me when you seek me with all your heart. I will be found by you,” 
declares the Lord, “and will bring you back from captivity.” 
— Jeremiah 29:11-14

PRAYER PRACTICE:
Pray over the people who live in your neighborhood, using these words from Jeremiah 33: “I will cleanse them from all the sin 
they have committed against me and will forgive all their sins of rebellion against me. Then this city will bring me renown, joy, 
praise and honor before all nations on earth that hear of all the good things I do for it; and they will be in awe and will tremble at 
the abundant prosperity and peace I provide for it.”

FASTING PRACTICE:
This month, fast for your people before one of your talks or events or conversations. Remember these words Jeremiah spoke 
to Baruch: “So you go to the house of the Lord on a day of fasting and read to the people from the scroll the words of the Lord 
that you wrote as I dictated. Read them to all the people of Judah who come in from their towns.”
